The History Department, a four member department with a strong teaching and publication tradition, is announcing one year visiting position beginning fall, 2009.  Whitworth is a Presbyterian affiliated university located in Spokane, Washington, the second largest city in the State of Washington.

Whitworth seeks a Visiting Assistant Professor of History.  Primary specialization in Latin America, Afro-Carib peoples, or, Hispanic history of the Western Hemisphere.  We will also consider specialization in native peoples of the Western Hemisphere.  Secondary teaching responsibilities in American and regional history.  Training/interest in public history desirable.  Depending on future enrollment patterns, this position may convert to a tenure-track position.   

Primary Teaching Responsibilities:
Reporting to the Chair of the History Department, teach a seven course load with a primary specialization in Latin America or Afro-Carib peoples.  We are also willing to consider specialization in natives peoples of the Western Hemisphere.  Secondary teaching responsibilities in American and regional history.  Training/interest in public history desirable. 

The teaching assignment consists of three courses in the fall, three courses in the spring, and a course in Jan-term.  Course assignments include a lower division course on the Atlantic World, Latin American History, a course in American regional history, as well as upper division courses in areas of specialization.  

Other Responsibilities:

Participation in departmental activities and governance; professional and research activities including state, regional and national professional associations; and faculty assemblies, development days, retreats, committees, and advising.
